Arrivals
Plan to arrive as close to 6:30 p.m. as possible. This is the time for viewing the Silent Auction and Teacher Raffle items, purchasing Raffle tickets, and generally enjoying the good company.

Silent Auction

Items will be on display for bidding from 6:30 p.m. until 8:30 p.m.   throughout the hallway. The auction will be conducted in two sessions (6:30 – 7:30 and 6:30 – 8:30). Please note which session each item is in and when bidding for that session ends so that you have ample time to bid for the items you want. 
Auction rules and information on the items up for bid are contained in this catalog. Information about the auction items is accurate as of print time.
Teacher Raffle

Silent Auction
This section provides rules and information for taking part in the bidding fun.

Rules of the Auction

Rules for the annual Silent Auction are provided below.

· All items are sold “as is”. The descriptions in this catalog are believed accurate but are not warranted. All sales are final; there are no exchanges or refunds. Mix-ups or confusion will be settled by the Silent Auction Committee.

· Payment for auction items is not tax deductible as a charitable gift except in some instances in which the bid exceeds the fair market value for the item. Successful bidders should consult with their tax advisor to confirm tax rules related to their particular purchases.

· The winning bidder is expected to pay for and take possession of the item immediately upon conclusion of the Candyland Dance and Silent Auction. 
· Alcohol is not permitted on Sequoyah Elementary School grounds, and therefore arrangements for pickup must be made with the Silent Auction Committee to pick up any wine bottles after the auction.
· All services and use of property such as vacation homes and event tickets are sold subject to the arrangements between the donor and the winning bidder.

· Some auction items have restrictions and/or expiration dates. Please read the description carefully prior to bidding.

Bidding on Auction Items
· Each item has a corresponding bid sheet. Those wishing to bid may do so by writing their name and bid amount on the bid sheet. 
· Do not remove bid sheets from the tables at any time.

· In many cases, a Minimum Bid and Bid Increment are indicated on each item’s bid sheet. All starting bids must be greater than or equal to the Minimum Bid stated on the bid sheet. Each subsequent bid must increase by an increment greater than or equal to the Bid Increment shown on the bid sheet, and in round dollar amounts (no cents please). For example, if the current bid is $65 and the Bid Increment is $5, the next bid must be at least $70. Failure to follow the Minimum Bid or Bid Increment will invalidate your bid. 
· You may bid as many times as you want on an item. Bid often – remember that all proceeds benefit the students!

· You may skip ahead to the bid amount you want to pay. The next bidder must bid higher than you to make a successful bid.
